From Darrel’s Desk . . . 
 

February is the month of…  Most people would say “love” because of 
Valentine’s Day.  Love is good.  I’m all about love.  I’d be happy if every 
month were the month of love and if every day were Valentine’s Day, apart 
from the obligation to give gifts, eat out and other costly demonstrations of 
love.  See I’m all for love but I’d rather it not cost me much. 

A lot of people are like that when it comes to loving Jesus.  They like him.  They admire 
him.  They appreciate him for all he has done for them.  They even love him.  They really do.  But 
they don’t want it to cost them anything…at least not too much.  In that, we can be a little bit like 
Simon Peter. 

One day, after Jesus died and came back to life again, he appeared to some of his disci-
ples who were fishing.  He performed a miracle so that they landed a huge catch of fish.  Then 
Jesus cooked some fish for breakfast and ate with the disciples. 

John 21:15-17 reads as follows:   
15 When they had finished eating, Jesus said to Simon Peter, “Simon son of John, do you 
truly love me more than these?”  
“Yes, Lord,” he said, “you know that I love you.”  
Jesus said, “Feed my lambs.”  
16 Again Jesus said, “Simon son of John, do you truly love me?”  
He answered, “Yes, Lord, you know that I love you.”  
Jesus said, “Take care of my sheep.”  
17 The third time he said to him, “Simon son of John, do you love me?”  
Peter was hurt because Jesus asked him the third time, “Do you love me?” He said, 
“Lord, you know all things; you know that I love you.”  
Jesus said, “Feed my sheep. 
Simon Peter loved Jesus but he didn’t really want his love to cost him anything…like  

doing something for Jesus.  Most churches have a lot of members who are willing to sit in pews, 
sing songs and endure sermons but that doesn’t mean they want to do anything to serve the Lord.  
Love is not a mere feeling to be enjoyed; it is a devotion to be demonstrated.
