One broker of fraudulent    
diplomas picked up an estimated $1.5 million over three years, a U.S. congres-
sional panel was told. 
 
Does it frighten you to know that there are that many phony “physicians”?  Would it surprise you to 
know that there are also many phony “Christians”?   
 
Phony Christians are not merely people who claim to be Christian but who fail to live up to God’s 
standards.  That would be all of us because none of us are perfect.  Phony Christians are people 
who claim to be Christians and claim or pretend that they do live up to God’s standards. 
 
Phony Christians hurt the reputation of the church and they break the heart of God.   
 
For 2008, our theme will be “AUTHENTICITY”.  Over the course of the next twelve months, we will 
focus our energies on learning what God’s Word says about authentic Christianity.   

�      We will begin with the Sermon on the Mount during the first half of the year.   
�      During July and August, we will look for examples of authenticity (and the lack of it) among 

the seven churches of Asia Minor who received messages recorded in Revelation 2 & 3.  
�       Then we will study some of the parables of Jesus that speak to authenticity.   
�      And we will close the year with some character studies of Biblical people who demon-

strated authenticity. 
This ought to be an exciting, informative and inspiring series of studies on Sunday mornings during
