From Darrel’s Desk 
 

�I suspect that most of you who read this column will know my dog, 
Gretel.  Gretel is a blind German Shepherd.  We got her from the    
animal shelter in Highland, IL.  She was blind when we got her.  In fact, 
she was blind when the people at the shelter found her and rescued 
her.  She’d been wandering loose for some time and was not managing very well. 
 
You can imagine that a blind dog can’t hunt very effectively.  And a blind dog is easy 
prey for other dogs that might want to attack her.  To this day, Gretel is very fearful of 
other dogs and that plays-out in being aggressive when one approaches her.  She just 
assumes they are about to attack her. 
 
Gretel makes a great “watch” dog because her hearing is very acute and she barks out a 
warning any time she hears something suspicious.  (Unfortunately, because of her   
blindness, she has a suspicious nature so she barks a lot…a whole lot!) 
 
Gretel also makes a great companion dog because when I take her for walks, she wants 
to stay right beside me.  She knows that’s where she is safest.   
 
Well, at least that’s the way it used to work.  Anymore, she’s getting a little overconfident 
and she has taken to wandering from my side.  At first, she would come back as soon as 
I called but lately, she is even ignoring my voice.  That’s not wise for a blind dog because 
I can see what she cannot. 
 
Through the prophet, Isaiah, God told His people, “Whether you turn to the right or to the 
left, you ears will hear a voice behind you saying, ‘This is the way; walk in it.’” (Isa. 
30:21).  Sometimes, we get overconfident (and sometimes downright obstinate) and we 
don’t listen to God’s voice telling us which way to go.  That is not wise because God can 
see what we cannot.
