From Darrel’s Desk 

·How much money is enough?  A reporter asked John D. Rockefeller that 
question in the 1920s and Rockefeller famously replied, “Just a little bit more.” 

You may not have Rockefeller’s wealth or his audacity of phrase.  But you still 
must ask the question, “How much money is enough?  

In the Model Prayer (typically called The Lord’s Prayer), Jesus taught his disciples to pray: “Give us 
this day our daily bread.”  That’s a great prayer.  And I am not saying that Just because Jesus is 
the one who taught it.  It is also a great prayer because of its historical and theological context. 

Jesus borrowed that theme from an earlier wise man.  In Proverbs 30:8b-9, you can read a        
previous prayer: 

Give me neither poverty nor riches,  
but give me only my daily bread.  
Otherwise, I may have too much and disown you  
and say, ‘Who is the LORD?’  
Or I may become poor and steal,  
and so dishonor the name of my God.   (Proverbs 30:8b-9) 

There is a reason to pray for our daily bread and neither more nor less.  As Proverbs says, if we 
receive too much, we may forget about the God who has given it.  And if we do not have enough, 
we may commit illegal and immoral acts because of our desperation. 

I would suggest that if you have sufficient for today, you have just enough reason to give thanks.
