zines. He picked up a candy bar from the impulse rack at the counter, turned to
me, held up the candy bar and said, “my one vice.”

It's not just the fat fellow at the convenience store. It is all of us. We have trouble
being honest with ourselves. Until we are honest with ourselves, we cannot
become like Jesus.

It is axiomatic that we cannot improve without change. Because we tend to resist
change, we fail to improve .

So let me ask you to take an HONEST self-inventory. When you look at your
own image and compare it to the image of Jesus, where do you need to change?
(If you have trouble with this step, ask your mother-in-law, your spouse or your
kids but especially your mother-in-law. You’'ll get some suggestions, I’'m sure.)

Then, once you know what you need to do to be like Jesus, be a person of
sufficient courage and determination to embrace the changes. It is the Holy Spirit
who transforms us. We cannot do that by our own effort. But we quench the
Spirit when we refuse to embrace the changes he is trying to bring.

Embrace Christlikeness now and Christ will embrace you when you step into
eternity.
